
Most climate forecast systems are suggesting “near
ave rage” ra i n fall for the May - Ju ly period fo r

Queensland and NSW. Thus the pro b ability of
exceeding median rainfall for the next three months is
about 50%. Exceptions in Queensland are parts of the
S h i res of Banana, Duari n ga, Liv i n g s t o n e, and
B roadsound wh e re pro b abilities are about 35%, and
an area in the south-we s t e rn corner wh e re
probabilities are about 65%.

The next passage of the 30- to 50-day Oscillation is
due  about the third week of May.

Some re c e n t ly developed Bureau of Meteoro l ogy
ex p e ri m e n t a l fo recast products are sugge s t i n g

s l i g h t ly higher chances of exceeding median ra i n fa l l
through southern Qld and Northern NSW.

Sea-surface temperatures have warmed a little in the
C o ral Sea, but also in sections of the centra l

equatorial Pacific Ocean. Parts of the extreme eastern
equatorial Pacific are cooler than normal. 

Stronger-than-normal easterly winds are still present
in equatorial parts of the Pacific Ocean.

Initial estimates suggest a reasonable probability of a
late finish to the frost period this year.

Chances of an El Niño re d eveloping in the short
t e rm are not strong  although some ex p e ri m e n t a l

General Circulation Models are still suggesting that an
El Niño weather pattern may reform late in the year.
